Hobie 16 Worlds Selection Procedure for Pre-Qualified Spots

Qualification Events:

Pre-qualified spots at the Hobie 16 Worlds that have been awarded to the HCA will be allocated according to the following procedures. 

One third of the allocated spots will be awarded according to the most recently completed Hobie 16 class ranking system provided that it has been completed at least thirty days before the pre-registration deadline for the Worlds. If the annual ranking system is not completed within this timeframe the previous years ranking shall be used. 

One fourth of the allocated spots will be awarded according to the Hobie 16 class North American championship completed prior to the one mentioned below.

The remainder will be awarded according to the most recent Hobie  16 North Americans completed at least five days before the pre-registration deadline for the Hobie 16 Worlds. 

Eligibility:

Competitors must be HCA members at the time of qualification. 

Competitors qualifying through the ranking system must be HCA members in the year of the ranking to be used. 

Competitors qualifying through the North American Championships must be members before the championship begins. 

Selected competitors must also be HCA members in the year of the Hobie 16 Worlds at which they will compete. 

Potential competitors may petition the HCA Chair and two Vice Chairs to make exceptions to the eligibility requirement. 

Procedure:

The first spots will be awarded according to the ranking system. Only the top twenty finishers in the ranking system will be eligible for one of these spots. 

 

The next selection will  be awarded from the previous H16 NA’s and will exclude those competitors already selected by the previous method. Only finishers in the top 15 will be eligible for one of these spots. 

The remainder of the field will be filled by the top finishers in the current year H16 North Americans that are not already qualified via the other two systems.

All competitors selected for pre-qualified spots must pre-register for the Worlds by a deadline agreed upon by the HCA Chair and two Vice Chairs. 

After the final deadline any unused spots will be available based on petitions sent to the HCA Chair. These spots will be awarded by the HCA Chair and two Vice Chairs.
